Cut to Length The meter housing can be shortened by the customer.

The housing can be cut up to this line without harming
any internals. Most glue on fittings will fit without interfering with the
computer display area. However, the customer should check all parts
before attempting cut.
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For NPT and BSP Fittings wrap all connections with 3 to 4 wraps of thread
tape (optional to use pipe thread sealant). Make sure the tape does not
intrude into the flow path.
